Loan Agreement Conditions

Information for Participants
Participants (visually impaired person) must complete a registration form for the Go Active Project.
Cycle helmets and high visibility vests are provided and all cyclists are strongly advised to use them.
All young persons (age 17 or younger) MUST wear a cycle helmet and they will not be issued a bicycle without one. 
Proof of identification (if 17 or over) must be provided upon collection of your cycling equipment. (e.g. passport, photo ID, etc.) Please note this is the Go Participant’s ID and not the pilot cyclist’s. Parents or carers of participants under 17, should show proof of identity e.g. driving licence or those listed above
Please cycle sensibly, with respect for others and the natural habitat and follow instructions from Pilot.

Information for Pilots (front cyclist)
Tandems will only be loaned to pilots and participants who attend a Pre-cycle Training Session before collection. (If for any reason we believe individuals cannot competently ride a cycle we reserve the right not to loan the bikes).
Pilots are required:

· to be sighted and aged 18 and over.
· to comply with the Loan Agreement Conditions.
· to collect and return bikes to the agreed location at the agreed time and in the same condition as they received them.
· Once bike removed from storage, container must be securely locked & key returned immediately to reception before session commences, to allow others to access storage. After session, bikes must be returned to locked storage & key returned to reception area. (As per local agreement)
· to use suitable transport if applicable i.e. trailer, van, bike carrier, etc.  
· to complete a safety check of bike prior to use and report any concerns.  Safety check information is displayed in bike shed.
Information for all cyclists

All cyclists should:
· follow The Highway Code - in particular the 'Extra Rules for Cyclists' Rules 59-82, (available on www.direct.gov.uk).  Visibility recommends that all cyclists read this information before cycling.
· take care when passing or crossing busy roads, other pedestrians, dogs, cyclists, etc. Anyone cycling in a discourteous or unsafe manner while in possession of Visibility’s Tandems will be refused future loans.
· Lock cycles to a permanent fixture whenever leaving them unattended and keep in view where possible. The method of securing should include the front wheel and frame. 
· All equipment must be returned to the agreed collection point at the correct time. Failure to return the equipment at the agreed time may result in disappointment for another person and may result in requests being refused at a later date.

Visibility reserves the right not to loan equipment to an individual.
